   Hallelujah!
Greetings to the JSBMF families in the love of our Lord Jesus Christ.
We want to apologize first for not delivering the missions report earlier due to summer vacation starting this past December.
The U.S. and Korea must have spent the winter season enduring the severe cold, but Paraguay had a hot summer unlike other summers. These days, the weather has softened up a bit and has become stable.
During the hot summer, we held <Summer Academy>, <1st and 2nd Youth Camps>, and <Summer Bible School Evangelism Rally>. Through the prayers of many churches and saints for the Paraguay mission field, we were able to deliver lost souls and finish with grace. Praise God!!! Thank you.
This year marks the end of the second five-year plan and the beginning of the third five-year plan.
Also, personally, it is my 40 years of ministries (30 years in the United States, 10 years of missionary work), and also our 40th anniversary of marriage which also holds a lot of meaning.
But in a bigger sense, my heart is overflowing with the hand of the Holy Spirit who will harvest many souls in the 10th year of missionary work.
★In the 2nd Five-Year Plan (2018-2023), the focus is on selecting and nurturing workers, making them warriors of Christ, and laying the foundation for guiding other children through them as they grow up. The pandemic period caused by Corona 19 and the deception of local architects lengthened and delayed the time, but the church building was dedicated in October 2021, and training to foster youth leaders was conducted in the church to create two groups to train children as leaders. Training will be conducted for the end of August 2023, and then the second five-year plan will come to an end. At that time, we will start Sunday school with the youth leaders we raised, and hold summer camps and summer Bible school evangelism meetings.
★In the 3rd Five-Year Plan (2023 ~ 2028), we will make it like the 50 <Christ's  Solders> who were with Prophet Elisha and the 300 <Warriors of Christ> who were with Gideon.
When 350 regular soldiers are created, we will plant churches in 10 places through <Christ's soldiers>.
For this work, from December 2022, we are making a group filled with the Holy Spirit through retreats and prayer meetings.
“Jesus came and said to them, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me; therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. I will be with you always, even to the end of the world” 
(Matthew 28:18-20).
We will fulfill the great mission of mission given by the Great Commission.
★ Children's Sunday School starts in 2023
[image: ]  Last year, as I was going to give a pay to the person that taught Sunday School, I was going to ask for them to take a leadership role to be in charge of Sunday School, but that Sunday I found out that they came late and left early before Sunday School was over.
Through this, I thought it would be too hasty to ask this person to be in charge of Sunday School, and through the prompting of the Holy Spirit, I asked them to step down. So instead, on Saturdays, I prepared our youth even if they were little lacking to take care of the youth group on Sundays.
We divide 30 children into 3 classes and guide them well. Hallelujah!!!
