Woody reviews and approves with the final decision 
with the EA Area Leader. Once the project is LIVE, OM resourcing fields and fundraisers raise and support finance for alls 
projects. Please pray for patience and wisdom to Woody who works together with the leaders of OM developing 
countries for all projects. 
 

2023 OM EastAsia National Leadershp Development project OM EastAsia has a vision to train and establish local 
leadership in 15 countries. Foreign missionaries are currently serving as a field leader in some countries in Asia. By 2027, 
we would like to appoint local/national missionaries who know the language, culture, and context of the own country as a 
field leader with ownership and passion for his or her own people and nation. For this purpose,  we plan to  train local 
members at the Asian branch level, and we want to nurture 140-160 leaders every year through spirituality, self-development, 
counseling, coaching, and leadership training. Please pray for the funding needed for this project. 
 

Sri Lanka M Summit & Field visit (1/28-2/4) OM EastAsia Area Leadership team hosted for the 1st time 45 M workers from 
18 countries together to study a new paradigm of church planting and cell group and hear their testimonies- revival in Iran 
and among M refuges in Europe. We were truly blessed by their passion and unquenched spirit despite persecution and 
challenges. The time of prayer and worship refreshed us to carry on the task God has given to us. We met OM Sri Lanka 
Field Leader, Tilini and the board of directors. They shared about the fruits of ministry: growing numbers of congrations after 
food distribution via local churches.
